Care 4 Kids supports parents who are working or in
approved education and training activities. Almost half (46%) of
allCare 4 Kids payments went to families transitioning off
Temporary Family Assistance (TFA). Active TFA families
received 27% of the payments, while non-TFA families received
close to one-third (31%) of the child care subsidies. [See Fig. 2]

In SFY 2005, Care 4 Kids fraud related activities
resulted in 42 completed investigations that led to the identification
and referral for prosecution of $458,442 in fraudulent
overpayments. The DSS Client Fraud Investigation unit works
closely with the State's Attorney, the local judicial system, and the
Connecticut Department of Administrative Services to recoup the
identified overpayments.

(SR) Initiative of the Departments of Education and Social
Services continues to expand and enhance access to preschool
child day care programs in 43 Connecticut communities. In SFY
04-05, the initiative served almost 7,500 children 3- and 4-years
of age in 18 priority school districts or communities* and 25
severe-need school districts’.

Services for before and after school time fall under two

categories:

> after-school services are formal or informal custodial
care, procured by families with private providers, for
school-age children during after-school hours, on holidays
and during school vacation time.

> after-school programs include before and after-school
care, vacation, and summer programs that assume
responsibility for participants’ safety. They extend
educational support, among other services, to children and
families in programs operating under state approval or
licensing authority. Subsidized after-school programs
report program or utilization data to the state [see Table 2].

In SFY 04-05, SDE provided $17.5 million to about 300
after-school programs® in 101 cities and towns, reaching
approximately 20% of the state’s K-12 population. DSS provided
$435,462 in state funding for after-school programs serving close
to 4,000 school-age children in 24 communities at 79 sites
throughout the state.

Fig. 12 shows that of the 6,281 participants between
January 1, 1998 and June 30, 2005, 51% participated in training
for only one topic — including 24% who participated just in early
literacy — while 49% have participated in training for two or
more topics. Seventy-nine percent of the participants were
affiliated with a center-based program, 4% were family day care
home providers, 9% were kith and kin providers [friends,
neighbors and relatives caring for other people’s children], and
8% were other or unreported. Fig. 13 shows the participants'
distribution by race/ethnicity.

During SFY 04-05, DSS made available $1.14 million to the
18 priority school districts to improve the quality of existing early
care and education programs. School Readiness Councils (SRCs)
chose to use funds to provide direct services to children and families,
consultation services to family providers and child care centers to
increase or maintained the quality of the care provided (including
classroom assessment and evaluation), staff training, and other
supports to centers working on achieving or renewing their NAEYC
(National Association for the Education of Young Children)
accreditation status.

A number of services were geared to kith & kin (K&K) care
providers (also known as family, friends, and neighbors — FFN):
home visits, mentoring; collaboration with museums and local
libraries for field trips facilitated by trained early care and education
staff who modeled teaching practices and suggested follow up
activities for K&K to complete at home with the kids; resource
libraries and providers’ newsletters; children's health screenings;
literacy and/or health care events conducted by parent educators
and/or health educators at housing projects; training workshops on
child development and safety issues; stay-and-play groups for
children of K&K and family day care providers for mutual support
and to learn from each other; and distribution of didactic materials,
bilingual books, and public school summer reading lists and books.

Durante el afio fiscal estatal 04-05, DSS distribuyo $1,14
millones a los 18 distritos escolares prioritarios del estado para mejorar
la calidad de servicios en programas de cuidado infantil. Los Consejos
de Preparacion Escolar (sigla en inglés SRCs) usaron los dineros para
prestar servicios directos a nifios y familias, servicios de consultoria
para mejorar o mantener el nivel de cuidado infantile de calidad a
hogares de cuidado en familia y guarderias (incluyendo evaluacion de
salones de clase), entrenamiento de personal, y otros apoyos a centros
que ya tienen o estan tratando de obtener la acreditacion de la
Asociacion Nacional para la Educacion de Nifios Pequetios (sigla en
inglés NAEYC).

Varios de los servicios fueron dirigidos a parientes y amigos
que proveen cuidado infantil: visitas de mentores al proveedor;
colaboraciones con museos y bibliotecas que organizaron paseos para
los nifios y las personas que los cuidan. Estos paseos fueorn
moderados por un educador que model6 précticas de enseflanza y
sugiri6 actividades para continuar el aprendizaje en el hogar;
evaluaciones de salud infantil; bibliotecas de juguetes y materiales
didacticos; talleres y entrenamiento de seguridad y desarrollo infantil;
cartas informativas; ferias de salud o de alfabetizacion de nifios
pequefios y sus familias organizados por educadores de padres y
educadores de salud en areas de vivienda para problaciones de ingresos
bajos; grupos de juego para nifios cuidados por parientes y amigos y
por proveedores de cuidado en familia para que aprendieran unos de
otros y se dieran mutuo apoyo; distribucion de materiales didacticos,
libros bilingues, y listas de lectura de verano de las escuelas publicas y
libros en las listas.
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Child Care Facilities L oan Fund

Fondo de Préstamos para Locales de Cuidado Infantil

The Connecticut Health and Education Facilities Authority
(CHEFA) continues to operate the Child Care Facilities Loan Fund
(CCFLF) components that began in 1997. DSS designated CHEFA to
manage this financing opportunity for child care facility expansion and
renovation. CHEFA collaborates with the DSS, several banking
institutions including Peoples' Bank (lead bank providing loan
origination and servicing) and the Connecticut Community Investment
Corporation to administer the three CCFLF program components:

e The Tax Exempt Loan component currently consists of 22
facilities representing 19 child care providers. It is financed
through the issuance of $41.6 million in bonds and $8.9 million in
equity and grants to fund project costs of approximately $47
million. Financed projects provide approximately 3,000 child care
slots. The average level of state debt service for all 19 providers is
81.9%. Debt service payments on the bonds for both the state’s
debt service appropriation and the providers’ revenue intercept are
paid directly to the bond issue trustee by the state Treasurer and are
funded in the Treasurer’s debt service budget. In effect, the state is
paying 100% of the debt service. DSS and/or SDE collect the
revenue intercept from selected child care providers' program funds
and submit to the state Treasurer to be combined with the state’s
debt service appropriation.

e The Guaranteed Loan Fund component, as of June 30, 2005,
supported 14 projects with loans totaling $10.4 million that provide
1,368 child care spaces, 487 of which are new. Each loan is backed
by an average 35% loan guarantee and a 3% interest rate subsidy by
CHEFA. There are currently $13.8 million in applications/loan
requests that, if all funded, will provide an additional 1,450 child
care spaces including 596 new spaces.

e The Small Direct Revolving Loan Fund component supported 38
loans, ranging from $8,000 to $25,000, for a total of $771,295. Of
these loans, 24 are outstanding, totaling $296,078. Most of these
loans support family day care providers.

La Autoridad de Locales de Educacion y Salud de
Connecticut (sigla en inglés CHEFA) ha operado el Fondo de
Préstamos para Locales de Cuidado Infantil (sigla en inglés
CCFLF) desde 1997. El DSS design6 a CHEFA para que administrara
el financiamiento para la expansion y renovacion de locales de
cuidado infantil. CHEFA colabora con DSS, varias instituciones
bancarias (incluyendo ‘People's Bank’, lider en la iniciacion y el
servicio a préstamos), y la Corporacion de Inversion Comunitaria para
administrar los tres componentes del programa:

e Préstamos Exentos de Impuesto: 22 locales de 19 guarderias,
financiados con la emision de $41,6 millones en bonos y $8,9
millones en acciones sobre hipotecas y concesiones para pagar
$47 millones en costos. Los proyectos financiados proveen mas de
3.000 espacios de cuidado infantil. El nivel promedio de interés de
la deuda sostenida por el estado es del 81,9%. El Tesorero Estatal
paga a la entidad que emite los bonos el servicio a la deuda, tanto
la parte del estado como la de los proveedores, con fondos de su
presupuesto. El estado paga 100% del servicio a la deuda. DSS o
el Departamento de Educacion retienen la cuota de pago del
ingreso de los programas de cuidado infantil y la remiten al
Tesorero Estatal para ser combinada con la apropiacion estatal
para el servicio de la deuda.

e Préstamos Garantizados: 14 proyectos por valor de $10,4
millones para 1.368 cupos, 487 de ellos son nuevos. Cada
préstamo esté respaldado por una garantia bancaria promedio del
35%, y un subsidio de CHEFA de 3% en la tasa de interés. Hay
$13,8 millones en préstamos en proceso que, si son aprovados,
proveerian 1.450 espacios adicionales, incluyendo 596 nuevos.

e Fondo de Rotacién de Pequefios Préstamos Directos: 38
préstamos que varian entre $8.000 y $25.000 con un valor total de
$771.295. De estos préstamos, 24 son sobresalientes y tiene un
valor total de $296.078. La mayoria de estos préstamos se hacen a
proveedores de servicios de cuidado infantil en familia.
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Child Care Apprenticeship Program

Programa de Aprendizaje de Cuidado Infantil

The Child Care Apprenticeship initiative continued as
federal funds from the TANF High Performance Fund were
earmarked to support another pilot. The Connecticut Department
of Labor (DOL), in partnership with the Connecticut Department
of Social Services (DSS) and Connecticut Charts-A-Course
(CCAC) negotiated a program with the Community Renewal
Team (CRT) in Hartford and the United Auto Workers Local 376
(the employee’s bargaining agent). This program is managed by
a committee comprised of representatives from management and
labor called a joint apprenticeship training committee (JATC). A
total of 34 individuals are registered in the Child Care
Development Specialist apprenticeship program, which is 2 years
in length.

CCAC is coordinating the Related Instruction (RI) in
conjunction with Capitol Community College. There are two
options offered for the RI segment of the program. Fifteen of the
apprentices have completed one course in the child care
development associate curriculum and are registered for their
second course. Eighteen are registered for courses in the one-
year certificate RI program. Both of these tracks are approved for
the RI component of the apprenticeship and are recognized as
part of the CCAC career ladder.

Apprenticeship staff at DOL are promoting the Child Care
Development Specialist apprenticeship program to employers
that currently sponsor traditional apprenticeship programs as well
as at presentations to employer groups. It is the intent of DOL to
promote the program in order for the program to grow and
become self-sufficient.

La iniciativa de Aprendizaje de Cuidado Infantil continta
con fondos federales del Fondo de Alto Rendimiento del programa
de Ayuda Temporal para Familias Necesitadas (sigla en inglés
TANF). El Departamento de Trabajo de Connecticut, en
asociacion con el Departamento de Servicios Sociales (DSS) y
Connecticut Sefiala un Curso (sigla en inglés CCAC), negocio un
programa con el Connecticut Renewal Team (CRT) de Hartford y
el Local 376 (representando a los empleados) de la Unién de
Trabajadores Automotrices. Este programa es manejado por un
comité con representacion empresarial y de los trabajadores
denominado comité conjunto de entrenamiento de aprendizaje
(sigla en inglés JATC). Un total de 34 individuos se ha registrado
en el programa de aprendizaje de Especialista en Desarrollo de
Cuidado Infantil, el cual tiene una duracion de 2 anos.

CCAC coordina la Instruccion Relacionada (sigla en inglés
RI) junto con el Colegio Comunitario de la Region Capital. El
segmento RI del programa ofrece dos opciones. Quince de los
aprendices han completado un curso sobre desarrollo asociado de
cuidado infantil y se han registrado para el segundo curso.
Dieciocho estan registrados en los cursos para obtener el
certificado en un afio. Ambas trayectorias de aprendizaje estan
aprobadas por el componente RI y son reconocidas como parte de
la carrera profesional de CCAC.

Los trabajadores de DOL estan promoviendo el programa
de Especialista de Desarrollo de Cuidado Infantil con empresas
participantes en programas de aprendizaje tradicional como
también en presentaciones a grupos de patronos. DOL esta
interesado en que este programa crezca y se vuelva auto-suficiente.
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Early Childhood DataCONNections

'‘DataCONNections’ sobre la Nifiez Temprana

DSS continues to support this partnership with the Child
Health and Development Institute of Connecticut (CHDI) to
promote evidence-based decision-making and the capacity building
for state agencies to analyze administrative data and conduct policy-
relevant research.

DataCONNections produced a toolkit for state agencies
titled, Putting Administrative Data to Work: A Toolkit for State
Agencies on Advancing Data Integration and Data Sharing Efforts
to Support Sound Policy and Program Development. A roundtable
for state agency staff and researchers in May 2005 put the toolkit
into the hands of data and policy staff from 10 state agencies. The
toolkit promotes building a policy research and data infrastructure in
state agencies and developing partnerships with researchers.

DataCONNections devoted extensive effort to assisting the
Early Childhood Alliance’s Finance Project in developing a costing
model and report for the Governor as well as the Early Childhood
Partners (ECP) in producing the Early Childhood Strategic Plan.
ECP, a major planning initiative, is the collaborative structure and
process led by the Department of Public Health with a federal grant
to support improvement in the systems that serve young children
and families. The importance of better data systems and research
capability was underscored in these initiatives.

Working with the Career Ladder Advisory Committee on
child care workforce issues, DataCONNections directed a survey of
child care providers regarding teacher qualifications, compensation
and turnover. This survey is the first reliable documentation of the
education and training levels of directors, teachers and family child
care home providers and will be used to design professional
development and retention strategies.

DSS contintia apoyando esta colaboracion con el Instituto de
Desarrollo y Salud Infantil de Connecticut (sigla en inglés CHDI)
para promover la toma de decisiones basada en evidencia y la
creacion de capacidad estatal investigativa. El proyecto demostro el
uso de datos administrativos del estado en el estudio de asuntos
sobre niflos pequetios y sus familias e identifico vacios en
estadisticas sobre nifiez temprana. El proyecto participd en
iniciativas de planeamiento y desarrollo y contribuyé investigacion
y andlisis estadistico en discusiones sobre la nifiez temprana.

Un estudio sobre estadisticas de oferta de servicios de
cuidado infantil produjo un anélisis por pueblo que sefialo
deficiencia en la disponibilidad de cuidado para nifios menores de 3
afios y en edad escolar. El analisis de ‘DataCONNections’ de
estadisticas de subsidio a pagos de cuidado infantil indic6 que de las
familias que recibieron el subsidio en el 2003, 46% lo uso6 para
pagar cuidado en programas con licencia, especialmente para nifios
menores de 5 afios. En la década de los 1990s, de las familias que
recibieron el subsidio, 20% lo us6 en programas con licencia.

Trabajando en colaboracion con el Comité Asesor de Avance
Profesional sobre temas de la fuerza de trabajo en el sector de
cuidado infantil, DataCONNections dirigi6 una encuesta a
proveedores de servicios de cuidado de nifios sobre nivel de
preparacion, compensacion y lapso de tiempo en la misma empresa.
Esta encuesta es la primera en documentar en forma confiable los
niveles de entrenamiento de directores de programa, maestros y
personas con licencia para proveer servicios de cuidado infantil en el
hogar y serd usado para disefiar estrategias de retencion y desarrollo
profesionales.
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Early Head Start Professional Development Project

Proyecto de Desarrollo Profesional para Trabajadores del Programa ‘Early Head Start’

Connecticut Charts-A-Course (CCAC), the state’s
professional development system for early care providers and a
division of the Connecticut Community Colleges, in partnership
with the Department of Social Services, Wheeler Clinic and the
Child Health & Development Institute, continues adninistering the
5-year federal Head Start Higher Education Grant. The grant’s
goal is to increase the qualifications of staff working in Early Head
Start programs, with priority given to those programs serving large
numbers of children and families of Latino background.

Forty-four individuals from ten Early Head Start programs
throughout the state participated in this project during the 2004-
2005 federal fiscal year. CCAC and Community Colleges staff
tracked recruited participants and provided on-going counseling
and support. Academic tutors have been secured to help students
and translators have being utilized to assist the academic tutors in
explaining course work to Spanish-speaking participants. Study
groups were formed to prepare students for the CT Early
Childhood Education Pathways Exams through Charter Oak State
College. Providing these supports has made the difference for
students facing multiple obstacles, the language barrier being only
one of them. As a result, ten participants have received their Child
Development Associate (CDA) credential, and one received an
Associate degree in early childhood education.

Currently, the Connecticut community colleges are the
state’s largest provider of early childhood education training
programs. All 12 community colleges have academic programs in
early childhood education, which can lead to a CDA certificate,
one-year certificate, and/or an Associate degree.

Connecticut Senala-Un-Curso (sigla en inglés CCAC), el
sistema estatal de desarrollo profesional para personas que prestan
servicios de cuidado y educacion temprana y una division de los
Colegios Comunitarios de Connecticut, en colaboracion con DSS, la
Clinica Wheeler y el Instituto de Salud y Desarrollo Infantiles,
continua administrando el proyecto federal a cinco afios de Educacion
Superior para el Programa ‘Head Start’. El proposito principal del
proyecto es aumentar la preparacion de quienes trabajan en programas
de ‘Early Head Start’, con prioridad en aquellos programas que sirven
un numero considerable de nifios y familias de origen latino.

Cuarenta y cuatro personas que trabajan en diez programas de
‘Early Head Start’ en todo el estado participaron en este proyecto
durante el afio fiscal federal 2004-2005. Personal de CCAC y de los
Colegios Comunitarios presto servicios de consejeria, apoyo y de
seguimiento a estos participantes. Hubo tutoria académica disponible
y se utilizaron intérpretes para ayudar a los tutores académicos a
explicar el contenido de los cursos a los participantes de habla
espanola. A través de grupos de estudio se preparo a los estudiantes
que tomaron el Examen Estatal de Educacion Temprana ‘Pathways’
del Colegio Estatal ‘Charter Oak.” Todo este apoyo fue esencial para
estudiantes con multiples obstaculos, siendo s6lo uno de ellos el hecho
de que no hablan inglés. Como resultado, diez participantes recibieron
la credencial de Asociado en Desarrollo Infantil (sigla en inglés CDA)
y uno recibio el grado Asociado en educacion temprana.

Actualmente, los colegios comunitarios de Connecticut
proveen la mayor parte de los programas de entrenamiento en
educacion de la nifiez temprana a nivel estatal. Los 12 colegios
comunitarios ofrecen programas académicos en educacion de la nifiez
temprana que conducen a un certificado de CDA, un certificado de un
afio o a un grado Asociado.

Infant/Toddler Early Learning Guidelines

Guia de Aprendizaje Temprano para Ninos Menores de Tres Anos

In October 2004, DSS formally completed its participation
in the National Infant & Toddler Child Care Initiative (under the
auspicies of the Zero to Three Infant Toddler Initiative), a
technical assistance federal grant to help states strengthen their
infant & toddler system. As a result of this initiative, Connecticut
had chosen to focus on strategic planning, as well as on the
development of guidelines for infant and toddler development.

. Strategic planning for quality and coordination of the infant
and toddler child care system was folded into and continues under
the auspices of the Early Childhood Partners (ECP) of the
Connecticut Department of Public Health( DPH). ECP is funded
by the federal Maternal and Child Health planning grant to
examine ‘system service’ issues for children from birth to 5.

- A group of experts in the early childhood field, convened
by DSS, provided guidance in the Wheeler Clininc’s preparation of
the draft Connecticut Guidelines for the Development of Early
Learning for Infants and Toddlers. The guidelines seek to reach,
inform, and support infant and toddler’s primary caregivers,
whether parents or child care providers.

In partnership with Wheeler Clinic and an Advisory
Committee, DSS held community forums in the spring 2005 to
review the draft Guidelines. Comments from over 100 people
were received and have been used to refine the current draft. The
Guidelines will be piloted in the spring 2006. Pilot sites that serve
infants and toddlers, including child care centers, family day care
providers and kith and kin settings have already been identified.

A new partner, the statewide Accreditation Facilitation Project
(AFP), a program of CT Charts-A-Course (CCAC), was designated
by DSS to coordinate the continued development and future
implementation of the Guidelines.

En octubre del 2004, DSS completd su participacion formal en
la Iniciativa Nacional de Cuidado de Infantes y Niflos Menores de Tres
Afos (auspiciada por la Iniciativa para Infantes y Nifios de Cero a Tres
Afos), un proyecto federal de asistencia técnica para ayudar a los
estados a fortalecer el sistema que sirve a nifios menores de tres afos.
Como resultado de la iniciativa, Connecticut habia decidido
concentrarse en planeamiento estratégico y en el desarrollo de una guia
de aprendizaje para nifios entre el nacimiento y los tres afos.

¢ El planeamiento estratégico cuya meta es un sistema de
cuidado infantil coordinado y de calidad para nifios menores de 3 afios
fue incluido y contintia bajo el programa de Socios de la Nifiez
Temprana (sigla en inglés ECP) del Departamento Estatal de Salud
Publica (sigla en inglés DPH). ECP recibe una partida federal de
planeamiento del Programa de Salud Materno-Infantil para examinar
el sistem de servicios a nifios menores de 5 afios.

e Un grupo de expertos en el campo de la nifiez temprana,
reunido por el DSS, asesoro a la Clinica Wheeler en el proceso de
preparacion de la Guia de Connecticut para el Desarrollo de
Aprendizaje Temprano para Nifios Menores de Tres Afos. El
proposito de la guia es informar y apoyar a quienes cuidan nifios
menores de tres afos, sean padres o proveedores de servicios de
cuidado.

En colaboracion con la Clinica Wheeler y un Comité Asesor, el
DSS convoco foros comunitarios en la primavera del 2005 para darle
al publico la oportunidad de comentar sobre el borrador de la Guia.
Mas de 100 personas sometieron comentarios que han sido usados para
refinar el borrador actual. La Guia sera utilizada en forma limitada y
controlada durante la primavera del 2006 en lugares previamente
identificados donde nifios menores de tres anos reciben servicios de
cuidado.

El Proyecto de Facilitacion de Acreditacion (sigla en inglés AFP)
del CCAC fue designado por el DSS para coordinar el desarrollo y
futura implementacion de la Guia.
